Hyde 
landed 
its Lake

 The Hyde Collection in Glens 
Falls has purchased at auction 
its fi rst painting in at least “a 
generation” — a Modernist wa-
tercolor, “Lake George” by John 
Marin (1870-1953), says Erin 
Coe, the museum’s director. 
 Ms. Coe bought it by phone 
on June 9 at Sotheby’s Auction 
House in what she says was a 
dramatic bidding war.
 “There were a lot of bidders,” 
she said. “Marin is a major art-
ist. I could hear, the bids were 
ping-pinging around the room.”
 Purchase price: $47,000. 
 It will be on display at the Hyde 
beginning on Friday, July 1. 
 The “hammer price” — where 
the bidding stopped — was 
$38,000. Sotheby’s adds a buy-
er’s premium of 25 percent that
