 The local club was founded 92 years 
ago in 1925. It has approximately 85 
members from the greater Glens Falls 
region. Funds raised at Taste of the 
North Country are all spent locally.
 The Kiwanis Community Service 
Budget last year was approximately 
$75,000. That’s raised by three ma-
jor events: The annual Duck Race and 
Family Festival at Haviland’s Cove in 
July, a Golf Tournament in August — 
and Taste of the North Country.
 Thank you for your support!  
 “Taste” typically accounts for half of 
the club’s fund-raising. That money is 
distributed to nonprofi ts, small proj-
ects and organizations all year.

 Festivities begin 
with brief opening 
ceremonies by Mark 
Frost,  Betty Little,  
Dan Stec and Neil 
Orsini. Young saxo-
phone star Sean 
Pettis will open 
things up with “The 
Star Spangled Ban-
ner.”
 Mr. Ogden says 
Taste is about “res-
taurants and the 
community coming together for a great 
cause.”  For most people, it’s also about 
sampling great food and mingling with 
neighbors. 
 The festival is on, rain or shine. 
 The Kiwanis urge: “Come early for best 
selection!”
 The year’s “Taste” showcases food 
samples from 42 regional restaurants, 
including 15 new this year. The Anvil Inn 
has been in it every year. 
 Admission is $5 for adults and 
free for children under age 18. 
 Food sample coupons cost $1.00 
each. Samples are mostly priced from 
one to fi ve coupons.

Dining, entertain-
ment, kid activities and 
music are in the park.
  Taste of the North Coun-
try is a complete family 
festival. Along with the 

great food, there will be live music all day 
by the Bluz House Rockers; chef demos in 
the Culinary Tent: kid-friendly entertain-
ment by Mr. Twisty and Andy the Music 
Man; a Bouncy Slide and other children’s 
activities. 
 New! The Queensbury Hotel offers a 
Biergarten with local brews outside on 
the patio of its Park 26 restaurant (or in-
doors, if needed).  
   “Taste” is organized by the Kiwanis 
Club of Glens Falls.
