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Max: Opiate 
deaths cutting 
life expectancy 
rates; can we 
unite to fi ght?

  For all the concern about ISIS, 
Russia and China, no challenge 
facing the United States is more 
serious than the opiate crisis. 
The rise in 
drug overdoses 
has caused the 
American life 
expectancy to 
drop for two 
years in a row. 
 Only in one 
of the last 50 
years has life 
expectancy fallen, and that was 
during the peak of the AIDS 
epidemic. The last time American 
life expectancy fell two years in 

a row was in 1962-63 during an 
abnormal fl u outbreak.
 In 2016, 63,632 people died 
from drug overdoses, two thirds 
of which were from opioids. The 
number for 2015 was 52,404. 
 For comparison, 58,220 Ameri-
cans died in the Vietnam War, 
39,000 people were killed in the 
war in Syria last year, and 3,000 
people died in 9/11. Drug over-
doses are killing as many Ameri-
