 Kurt Borchardt and Colin 
Quinn, who co-
own Artisanal 
Brew Works in 
Saratoga, orga-
nized a meet-
ing of brewers 
Tuesday afternoon.
  “There are a couple of ideas on 
the table,” Mr. Borchardt told The 
Chronicle. “One local brewery al-
ready has an event slated in May, 
and said they would use it as a 
fund-raiser for Common Roots. 
And Saratoga Winery has offered 
to host an event. They have sig-
nifi cant parking and space.
