	 • Book early. “Things are 
starting to book so much earlier,” 
says Ms. Mastrantoni. “If you 
know what you want, once you 
have a date, secure your vendors 
right away, things book up very 
quickly.

Don’t wait. Sign the contract and 
make the deposit.”

	 • Add color & textures.
