	 As of July 11, The Post-Star 
says it will publish a print 
paper only on Tuesdays, Thurs-
days and Saturdays. The other 
days it will 
be strictly 
digital, said 
an article 
in Sunday’s 
paper head-
lined, “Your 
expanded 
Post-Star coming soon.”
	 “In addition,” said the long un-
signed article, “your newspaper 
will transition from being deliv-
ered by a traditional newspaper 
delivery carrier to mail delivery 
by the U.S. Postal Service.”
	 The Post-Star said “every print 
edition will be an expanded edi-
tion, with more content, more 
sections and more pages.”
	 “Every print day,” it said,
