The CEO of Ascend Mental
Wellness — formerly Warren-
Washington Association for
Mental Health — plans to meet
on Friday, Nov. 21, with neigh-
bors of its Genesis House
residence on Chester Street
in response to their complaints.

Peter Taylor, who lives across
the street, said he was speaking
for about 30 residents when he
addressed the Common Coun-
cil on October 28.
